4. Placement Advice and Support 

Career Starter Internship:  

Oftentimes, students who apply for jobs have to face rejection because they do not have the relevant industry 

experience to qualify for the job, but to gain the same industry experience they would need a practical industry 

environment in the first place. To break this cycle, we have launched the ‘Career Starter Internships’ campaign 

for all the students of Dev Samaj College of Education for Women, through which they can now apply to 

internships where no prior experience or advanced skills are required.
